REGISTRATION

Registration will be held in the new Civic Center, Tuesday, March 15, from 5:30 pm to
8:00 pm, Thursday, March 17, from 5:30 pm to 8:00 pm and Saturday, March 19 from
10:00 am to 2:00 pm. If you can not attend one of these sign up times, you may sign
up at the Civic Center during normal business hours until March 25. Those who do not
sign up by the March 25 deadline will be put on a waiting list and will not be guaranteed
a spot on a team. At least one parent must be present when your child registers!

Children will be assigned to a league based on age as of April 30. You
must bring a copy of a birth certificate. Players must be the age listed on April
30 to play in that league. If you can not find a birth certificate, you can obtain a copy at
the Cedar County Health Department. T-ball is for ages 4 and 5; all coaches pitch is for
ages 6 and 7; minor boys and junior girls ages 8, 9 and 10; major boys and major girls
ages 11, 12 and 13; senior boys and senior girls ages 14, 15 and 16.

Tryouts for each league will be held on Saturday, April 2. Tryout times for each league
will be posted during registration. No one will be allowed to register on the day of
tryouts. If a child can not attend tryouts, then they will still be placed on a team. But
to make the teams as even as possible all players need to attend. Every league will
have tryouts with the exception of T-ball.

The fees for each league are as follows: T-ball - $14.00, Coaches Pitch - $16.00, Junior
girls, Minor, Major and Senior leagues - $21.00. Families that have more than three
children participating will only be required to pay the three highest fees. Everyone must
pay at the time they register. You will not be allowed to register until player fees have
been paid.

COACHES: Anyone interested in coaching needs to sign-up during the
player registration times listed above.
